David Bellamy Conservation Awards

The David Bellamy Conservation Awards Scheme (DBCAS) began back in 1996
after a partnership developed between the British Holiday and Home Parks
Association and David’s Conservation Foundation. David visited the parks and was
very impressed with what they were already achieving in this realm and so the
scheme began to take shape.

Conservation plays a big part in the day to day running of our parks. The DBCAS
has now evolved into the Blooming Marvellous Pledge for Nature scheme, which 3
of our holiday parks are proud to be part of.

Although our parks are already situated in natural surroundings we still work to
encourage as much wildlife and diversification as possible, which you will witness
in some of the park projects next time you visit us.

What have we been up to?

Every year the scheme challenges us to
undertake a new project. This has seen us over
the seasons building insect hotels, creating
pollinator patches, helping at risk species and
promoting the huge benefits to wildlife that our
grass set aside areas have.

More recently we have been examining how we
can better provide water for wildlife on our
parks, successfully completing the wonderful
wetland challenge with the installation of mini
ponds and wet gardens as well as providing our
customers with information about great local
wetlands to visit.

The Keat Farm team always look forward to the
prospect of a new project and are currently
working on the super signage challenge. Look
out for new and improved signage around our
parks when you visit!
